•	 This is the 13th meeting all-time as the Eagles lead the series 10-2 and have won eight straight
•	 Winthrop won the first meeting this season, 95-78, as it shot 58 percent from the floor (11/25 from three)
•	 The last loss to the Lancers came in Rock Hill on Feb. 9, 2013, which also happens to be the last time the Eagles lost a home game in 

February
•	 In 12 meetings all-time, Winthrop has scored 937 points (78.1 ppg) while Longwood has totaled 799 (66.6 ppg)
•	 Eagles have led at the half eight times during the winning streak (Longwood led 35-33 on Dec. 31, 2014 in Rock Hill)

AT HOME IN THE BIG SOUTH
•	 Have won the last five home games by a total of 93 points (18.6 average margin of victory)
•	 In seven league home games the Eagles are averaging 76.3 points while holding opponents to 61.1
•	 Winthrop is shooting 50 percent from the floor (37 percent behind arc) while holding opponents to 38 percent shooting
•	 Have won 33 of the last 39 home games (21 of last 25), including Big South Tournament games
•	 Eagles 6-1 this year at home in league games, looking for sixth straight home win
•	 The loss to Liberty ended a win streak at home against Big South opponents at eight straight
•	 Averaging 79.0 ppg and allowing 67.5 ppg over the last 20 home games in league play (17-3 in that stretch)  

BIG SOUTH NOTES
•	 Eagles are 11-4 in league play for 3rd time in program history (11th season winning 11 or more league games)
•	 Eagles began league play 1-3 before winning six straight (all by double-figures)
•	 It was the 8th time the Eagles began a season 1-3, but just the third time an Eagle team bounced back to win three straight (1985-86 and 

2009-10)
•	 Winthrop is in position to finish 1st or 2nd in the league regular season standings for a 4th straight season
•	 The win against High Point gives the Eagles 10 wins in conference play for a 5th straight season
•	 Have won four straight and 10-of-11
•	 Win over Gardner-Webb was the 3rd regular season sweep of the season for the Eagles 
•	 Winthrop was swept in a regular season series by Liberty for the first time since the 2003-04 season
•	 It was the first time the Eagles swept by any league opponent since Radford and High Point in 2014-15
•	 Have five players averaging in double-figures during league play (all 11.1 or higher--Cooks/B. Broman/A. Broman/Pickett/Ferguson)
•	 No team in program history has ended a season with five players averaging double-figures in Big South action (3 teams with four, most 

recent 2010-11)
•	 In 11 league wins the Eagles are shooting 51 percent while averaging 79.6 ppg
•	 In those 11 wins they’re allowing just 63.2 ppg and opponents are shooting 39 percent (27 percent behind the arc) 
•	 In four league losses the Eagles are shooting 45 percent while averaging 71.8 ppg
•	 In those four losses they’re allowing 80.8 ppg and opponents are shooting 47 percent (43 percent from three)
•	 In conference wins the Eagles have a +9.5 advantage on the boards while they are -6.7 in the four losses
•	 14 of the last 15 league wins have been by double-digits
•	 In the last 50 regular season league games, the Eagles are 38-12
•	 Pat Kelsey has 67 league wins and 46 of those have been by double-figures (69%)
•	 Kelsey surpassed Randy Peele (65) for the second most victories in Big South games in program history (67)
•	 In 15 league games so far, the Eagles are averaging 41.8 points while shooting 53 percent from the floor, 41 percent from three in the 

second half of games (+6.4 scoring margin in the second half) 
•	 Winning the battle of the boards in league play at 35.7 - 30.6 (+5.1)
•	 Allowed league opponents (Radford/Campbell) to score 50 or more first half points in back-to-back games for first time under Pat 

Kelsey 
•	 Allowed 53 points to Radford in the first half of the loss on the road, which is tied for the second most points allowed in a first half under 

Kelsey (55 at UNC Asheville on 1-6-16 is the most)
•	 Winthrop trailed Radford by as much as 24 points in the 1st half, which was the first time the Eagles trailed by 20 or more vs. a league 

opponent since Feb. 2, 2016 at Liberty as the Eagles trailed by 20 and lost 88-77 
•	 It tied the largest deficit during a game the Eagles have faced during the Pat Kelsey era (trailed by 24 at Coastal on 1-2-16 in 82-63 loss)
•	 After 1-3 start the Eagles were two games under .500 in league play for first time since Pat Kelsey’s first season when the team was 6-10
•	 Lost three straight conference games for first time since the 2015-16 season after the team started 2-0 and then fell to Campbell/Coastal 

Carolina/UNC Asheville
•	 Bench contributed 20 points against Gardner-Webb and 17 points at Charleston Southern after totaling just 28 in first four games (7.0 ppg)
•	 Since 2012-13 when Kelsey took over at Winthrop, the Eagles have the most overall wins than any other member of the Big South with 

119 in that span and that is 2nd most league wins at 67 with High Point (UNC Asheville is 1st with 68)
•	 Eagles had 15 league wins in 2016-17, which tied the program record for league wins with the 2004-05 team
•	 In 2016-17, Eagles led the league in scoring at 79.7 ppg, scoring margin (+9.5), field goal percentage defense (.405), three-point field goal 

percentage defense (.310), blocked shots (168), blocks per game (5.3), defensive rebounds (27.6) and three-point field goals per game (9.5)
•	 Eagles averaged 10.0 three-point field goals per game in 18 league games (Best 3pt FGM per game in program history for league games 

only)
•	 Pat Kelsey is only second behind Gregg Marshall in the history of the program for average number of wins in Big South play
•	 Gregg Marshall averaged 11.6 Big South wins during his seven seasons while Pat Kelsey is averaging 11.2 in his first five season)
•	 Pat Kelsey became the first coach in Big South history to reach 100 wins in their first five seasons
•	 Eagles looking to become first back-to-back Big South Champions since Coastal Carolina did it in 2014/2015
•	 In order to have the opportunity, Winthrop must reach a Big South record fifth consecutive Big South Title Game

TEAM NEWS
•	 Under Pat Kelsey the Eagles are 31-14 in the month of February (17-1 at home)
•	 The home win over Presbyterian College gave the Eagles 10 on the year (10-2)
•	 It’s the 6th straight season with 10 or more home wins, which ties a program record (2002-03 to 2007-08)
•	 Winthrop has won 16 straight home games in the month of February
•	 In the last five seasons the Eagles are 28-9 in the month of February (Have won 11 of the last 13 in Feb.)
•	 This season the Eagles are 9-1 in games played on Saturday/Sunday (8-8 any other day of the week)
•	 Through 26 games in 2016-17 the Eagles were 20-6 overall, 12-3 in the league and coming off an 83-63 win over Longwood

•	 Eagles are 12-1 against teams from the Carolinas so far this season (Lone loss was at Campbell) 

and 2-4 against teams from the state of Virginia
•	 Finished non-conference action with a 6-5 mark, which is the 3rd straight season with a winning 

record and the 6th straight with at least a .500 record
•	 Hit 10 or more threes in four of the first five games of the season, two times over the following 

seven games and now five in the last 13 games
•	 Eagles have held double-figure leads in 27 of the last 37 games and 32-of-43
•	 Anders Broman and Bjorn Broman became the 9th brother combination in the history of the Big 

South and currently rank 5th all-time in total points combined (1,241)
•	 When both score in double-figures in a game this season the Eagles are 8-1
•	 Anders Broman joined his brother Bjorn with 100 or more threes made wearing a Winthrop uni-

form (Anders has 121 now and 140 in his career while Bjorn has 154)
•	 The Eagles are 16-4 in their last 20 games leading at the half (47-7 since the start of the 2015-16 

season/62-11 since the 2014-15 season) 
•	 In the last 77 victories, the Eagles have won by double-figures in 53 of them (69%)
•	 Over the last 6 seasons Winthrop is 77-29 when attempting 20 or more free throws, 20-3 when 

attempting 30 or more and 4-0 when attempting 40 or more
•	 During that same time span, Winthrop is 38-39 when it has less than 20 free throw attempts
•	 In the last 6 seasons Winthrop is 28-5 when making 10 or more threes and attempting 20 or more 

free throws in same game
•	 Last 9 seasons, the Eagles are 28-63 when trailing at the half during regular season games and 20-

53 against Big South opponents (regular/postseason combined)
•	 After breaking the program record for three-pointers made and made per game in 2016-17, the 

Eagles are looking to better that mark averaging 9.8 through 26 games
•	 No Eagle team has ever averaged 10 or more threes per game in a season (2016-17 set the record 

with 9.5 per game, 313 total)
•	 Streak of scoring 80 or more points came to an end at VCU as the Eagles set a school record with 

80 or more in eight straight games
•	 Entered the game at VCU with an opportunity to set a school record for scoring average in non-

conference action (89.3 ppg), but ended with 86.2 ppg, which ranks 2nd all-time behind the 1992-
93 squad that averaged 87.3 (10 games)

•	 Eagles defeated Furman by 19 points, which is the highest margin of victory in a non-conference 
road win under Kelsey

•	 In fact, it’s the largest margin of victory in a non-conference road game since the Eagles beat 
Georgia 80-60 (+20), Dec. 9, 2003 

•	 The 20-point win at Georgia stands as the program’s record for margin of victory over a non-
conference D1 opponent on the road

•	 Winthrop allowed a school-record 119 points in the loss at Auburn (Previous record was 113 set 
Nov. 18, 1978 vs. Gardner-Webb and Jan. 2, 1994 at #14 Connecticut) 

•	 The Eagles hit 13 threes in the loss while Auburn knocked down 14, which was the first time the 
Eagles lost a game under Kelsey when both teams hit 10 or more threes in a game

•	 The Eagles set a school record for three-pointers in a single-game against Central Penn with 19 (9 
different players hit at least one three)

•	 Winthrop put up 59 points in the first half against Central Penn, the 2nd most under Kelsey in the 
first half (60 vs. Hampton 11/14/15)

•	 Loss to Southern Illinois was the first season opener the Eagles dropped under Kelsey (5-1)
•	 At Colorado State the Eagles lost a game in which they led at halftime for the first time since a 

double-overtime loss at UNC Asheville on Feb. 9, 2017 (104-101/led 35-34 at the break)
•	 It was the first time losing a game in which the Eagles led by five or more points at the half since 

an 83-80 loss on Jan. 28, 2017 (Winthrop led 38-33 at the half)
•	 The Eagles knocked down 15 threes in the loss at Colorado State, which were the most threes in a 

loss since hitting 14 in the double-overtime loss at UNC Asheville on Feb. 9, 2017
•	 It tied the program record for most threes made in a loss (15 at #12 Wisconsin on Dec. 4, 2006 in 

an 82-79 overtime loss)
•	 Winthrop finished tied with three other schools (Monmouth, UT-Arlington and Furman) for first 

in the nation for road wins with 12 in 2016-17
•	 The Eagles traveled an estimated 5,850 miles during their non-conference slate
•	 Eagles were 26-7 last season and had 26 wins for the 3rd time in program history (back-to-back 

seasons with 23 wins or more for 3rd time in program history)
•	 It was the 3rd 20-win season under Pat Kelsey
•	 The 2016-17 team set a school record for three-point field goals (313) and three-point field goals 

per game (9.5) as it was the first Eagle team to hit 300 or more in a single-season

TEAM STREAKS
•	 Is 53-8 in last 61 games at home and 33-of-39 against Big South opponents
•	 Have won 20 of the last 30 road games
•	 Have hit at least one three-point basket in 191 consecutive games, 187 straight during Kelsey era
•	 Have hit seven or more threes in 14 straight road conference games (hit 10 or more in nine of 

those games)
•	 Made 10 or more threes in four straight games (record for consecutive games with 10 or more 

threes is five set in 2016-17) as the streak came to an end with 9 made against South Carolina St.

•	 In six seasons with the Eagles, team has non-conference wins over notable opponents such at Illinois, at Auburn, at Manhattan, Ohio, 

Furman, East Tennessee State, at St. Louis and Clemson
•	 All-time under Kelsey the team is 47-6 when shooting 50 percent or better in a game
•	 Team has a road record of 39-49 overall, 12-25 in non-conference, and 27-24 in conference play (11-4 in last 15)
•	 Team is 95-24 when scoring 70 or more points and 63-11 when scoring 80 or more points
